Chris Campbell will be in his fourth year as Transylvania's head
baseball coach in 2009-10. In his first three years, Campbell has led the
Pioneers to their two highest single-season victory totals, compiling an
overall record of 80-43 (65 percent) and a 40-26 mark in Heartland
Conference play (61 percent). Transy won the HCAC regular season
title in 2007 and captured the HCAC tournament and the school's first
berth in the NCAA Division Ill Championship tournament in 2008.

Last year, the Pioneers won 20 games for the fourth straight year,
finishing 20-17, 9-13 in HCAC play.

Transy won a school record 31 games during a 31-14 campaign in
2008 and finished fourth in the HCAC with a 15-7 mark, earning a third-
straight appearance in the HCAC tournament.

In 2007, the Pioneers were 29-12, 16-6 in Heartland Conference
play, establishing a new school record for wins. After guiding the
Pioneers to their first HCAC regular season title in his first season at the
helm, Campbell was named HCAC Coach of the Year.

A Transy alum, Campbell played baseball for the Pioneers and
graduated in 2000. He has been a member of the Pioneers' baseball
